QUINCY, Sep. 20, 2010—Hough’s
Neck Congregational Church bid a
fond farewell to its former longtime
minister yesterday, when generations
of congregation members gathered
following the morning’s worship
service to honor the Rev. M. Alicia
Corea.
Corea – who along with her husband,
the late Rev. Peter Corea, served as
the church’s co-ministers for more
than 50 years – is moving to
California to be closer to her son and
his wife. But not before her “church
family” gathered to share stories of
the impact she made on the church
and the community at large.
“Alicia may not have been the very
first ordained female minister, but she
attended seminary at a time when
female seminarians were still a rarity,”
Pastor John Castricum told attendees
at a reception in the church’s
Fellowship Hall. “She tolerated some
not-so-kind remarks from those who
thought a woman’s only place in the
church was teaching Sunday School
or baking for church fairs. And she
blazed a trail for all the female
ministers who followed.”
Castricum, the church’s pastor for the
past five years, noted the indelible
mark Corea made on the local
community during her 56 years of
service as the church’s minister.
“No matter where I go in Quincy,
when I tell people I’m the pastor at
Hough’s Neck Congregational, they
say, ‘That’s Alicia Corea’s church,
isn’t it?’” he said, adding that the
Hough’s Neck Community Council,
Hough’s Neck MOTHERS Club and
the church itself all offer college
scholarships in her name to local
youth.

As part of the congregation’s farewell
reception, the church choir performed
the anthem, “A Blessing of Love,”
which it first performed upon Corea’s
retirement from full-time ministry in
2003. The congregation also
presented her with several gifts,
including a prayer shawl hand made
by a member of the congregation and
the first copy of a new CD of favorite
anthems performed by the church
choir in which Corea sang for
decades. The highlight of the
reception came, however, with the
announcement that the church’s
Fellowship Hall would be formally
dedicated as “Rev. M. Alicia Corea
Fellowship Hall.”
As part of the dedication, Castricum
read the inscription on a plaque to be
installed in the hall: “Rev. M. Alicia
Corea Fellowship Hall, dedicated
Sunday September 19, 2010 with
profound love and gratitude for the
lifelong service and devotion shown
by M. Alicia Corea to the members
of the Hough’s Neck Congregational
Church and the wider community. Her
gentle presence and steadfast faith
helped plant the spiritual seeds that
will flourish and thrive for years to
come.”

With businesses
paying 1 ½ times the residential rate, the
additional commercial taxes will
alleviate the tax burden to our residents
and provide the city the ability to fund
resources that are needed yet reduced or
eliminated due to budget restraints.
A difficult economy has brought an
increase in crime, and sadly Quincy has
had recent incidents of house breaks and
boat breaks.
